Dringo: 200tdd / 60m.

Uchafbwyntiau: Mae’r 
ffrwd a fu unwaith yn 
cludo dŵr o lynnoedd 
y bryndir i yrru’r 
mwyngloddiau plwm
yn y cymoedd islaw. 
Golygfeydd godidog 
o gwm Melindwr bob 
cam at yr arfordir.

Start: From the top car 
park by the picnic area.

Grade: A moderate 
walk with long climbs 
and steep descents. 
The surface will be 
rough and possibly
wet in places. Walking 
shoes with a good  
grip recommended.  

Climb: 200ft / 60m.  
A reasonable level of
fitness is required for 
this walk.

Highlights: The leat 
that once carried water 
from upland lakes to
power the lead mines 
in the valley’s below. 
Spectacular views of 
the Melindwr valley all
the way to the coast.

Start: From the top car 
park by the picnic area.

Grade: A moderate 
walk with numerous 
long climbs and steep
descents. The surface 
will be rough and 
possibly wet in 
places. Walking shoes 
with a good grip 
recommended.  

Climb: 260ft / 80m.
A good level of  
fitness is required  
for this walk.

Highlights: On a 
clear day you can 
see Cardigan bay 10 
miles to the west and 
mid Wales’ highest 
mountain, Pumlumon 
to the east.
